PROGRAM GOAL

EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITIES

The graduate practical nurse that successfully completes the NCLEX-PN examination may use the title Licensed Practical Nurse and is eligible for employment in hospitals, long term care, physician’s offices and other health care facilities employing licensed practical nurses.
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
